Board Members Present: Robert Wehrer, Sidney Sudbeck, Rich Lutz, and Gene Schwede. 

Others Present: Gary Schuett, Carmen Thelen, Thomas Rudloff, Carol Lutz, Stefanie Brummels, Gary Hilkemann, Todd Borgmeyer, B.J. Koeppe, and Lori Haase.

Lutz called meeting to order. Roll call taken: Lutz, Sudbeck, Schwede, Wehrer in attendance. Riedel absent. Lutz informed public as to current copy and public accessibility of Open Meetings Act. Discussed correction in the whereas the $1,000.00 fire protection contract with the Hadar Rural Fire District should not be paid from the Keno Fund, so a transfer will be made from the General Fund. Also the motion to purchase a basketball hoop was for the area behind the Community Building instead of the park. Motion made by Wehrer to accept the July minutes with said corrections, second by Sudbeck. All in favor, with Riedel absent. Motion carried. Kelley read the official treasurer report. Motion made by Sudbeck to accept July's official treasurer report, second by Schwede. All in favor, with Riedel absent. Motion carried. Tom Rudloff and Carmen Thelen were present to inform the board on the process involved with Sewer billing. This was tabled for further thought. The Pierce County Board of Commissioners will work with the Village of Hadar Attorney to draw up a contract for the policing of the Village. Lutz opened all sealed bids for the 2004 Hustler mower model #927285: Ralph Krueger $251.99; Brian Woockman $476.00; Mark Risinger $629.00; Gene Haase $678.00; Robert Huntley $835.00; Ed Boyle $900.00; Steve Prince $950.00. Motion made by Sudbeck to accept Steve Prince's bid of $950.00 for said mower, second by Schwede. All in favor, with Riedel absent. Motion carried. Discussed the Village of Hadar 2015-2016 Budget. Lutz requested the general fund to be broke down so that each dept. is allocated set funds to work with. Old Business: The sewer line that runs under Borgmeyer additions Lot #3 was not salvageable. A new line will have to be put in at a cost of approximately $14,500.00. Motion made by Wehrer to pay for half of the total cost of a new line except for the Village engineering, second by Sudbeck. All in favor, with Riedel absent. Motion carried. Discussed sewer mapping and the need for easements. Discussed the need of a building permit for any construction done costing over $1,000.00. Discussed ATV plates. Schuett discussed the Hadar Rural Fire Dept. grant that is in process and their annual BBQ. A new set of blades will be needed for the snow plow. Hilkemann from Norfolk Housing Agency presented the board with a resolution to expand their jurisdiction to include the Village of Hadar. Lutz read Resolution #081015:        BE IT RESOLVED BY THE VILLAGE OF HADAR, NEBRASKA:

THAT WHEREAS, the Village of Hadar, Nebraska having been approached by Norfolk Housing Agency regarding expansion of Norfolk Housing Agency's jurisdiction to include the ten (10) mile area surrounding Norfolk, as allowed by state statute.
                 









           AND WHEREAS, seeing a need for additional housing resources in this area, the Village of Hadar, Nebraska is willing to enter into an agreement with Norfolk Housing Agency. 



         THEREFORE, the Board of the Village of Hadar, Nebraska hereby authorize Chairman of the Village of Hadar to sign the Agreement to Cooperate with Norfolk Housing Agency in expanding their Housing Choice Voucher (section 8 rental assistance) program to the Village of Hadar.

       Motion made by Sudbeck to approve the adoption of Resolution #081015, second by Schwede. Roll call vote taken: Wehrer, yes; Sudbeck, yes; Schwede, yes; Riedel, absent; Lutz, no tie, no vote. Motion carried 3-0. The Village Inn's Class C liquor license will be automatically renewed for a one-year period from November 1, 2015. Discussed estimates from Johnson's and Heartland to move A/C unit on top of the Fire Hall to the side of the building, so that the roof can be done. Motion made by Sudbeck to accept and hire the cheaper of the two bids to move said A/C unit, second by Wehrer. All in favor, with Riedel absent. Motion carried. Discussed the spraying of mosquitoes to be done until the end of August within the Village limits. Dept. Update: Wehrer discussed dog licensing and if the Village fire truck is being used. Discussed having the Village of Hadar clean-up day on October 3rd, 2015. Schwede mentioned that the race track is out, electricity to the building is off, the soccer nets are not being used, and the volleyball nets need to be taken down for the winter. He requested signs that he will put up that say the ball field is closed because reseeding of the grass is in process. Camper pad donations for the month were $294.00. Lutz stated that the cost of a new basketball hoop for the area behind the Community Building was high. He mentioned that Immanuel Lutheran Church has one on their property, which he would like to contact and see if they would like to sell it. Discussed delinquent sewer bills that need to be turned over to collections. General Fund: Receivables $5,090.62.
