Board Members Present: Sidney Sudbeck, Rich Lutz, Val Riedel, Robert Wehrer, and Gene Schwede. Others Present: Sharon Koeppe, Gary Schuett, Carol Lutz, Brian Koenig, Ray Kolessa, Randy????, Andy Mohr, and Tom DeMoss.

Lutz called meeting to order. Roll call taken: Lutz, Sudbeck, Wehrer, Schwede, Riedel in attendance. Lutz informed public as to current copy and public accessibility of Open Meetings Act. Motion made by Riedel to accept the February's minutes as written, second by Sudbeck. All in favor. Motion carried. Kelley read the official treasurer report for February. Motion made by Sudbeck to accept February's official treasurer report, second by Wehrer. All in favor. Motion carried. Old Business: Sharon Koeppe, Chairperson of the Village Tree Board was present to ask the Board to approve the Lower Elkhorn Natural Resources District tree grant for the Hadar Tree Project of 2016. Motion made by Riedel to approve the Village's share, $1,089.58 for said tree grant, second by Sudbeck. All in favor. Motion carried and amended to be paid with Keno Funds. Discussed the placement of trees to sidewalk and street signs, along with the removal of trees that have roots growing near sewer lines. Tom DeMoss spoke on behalf of the Diamond Dawgs to thank the Village of Hadar for the use of the field last year and the preparations for this year. Carol Lutz informed the board that the Easter Egg Hunt will be on, Saturday, March 19th at 1pm. The Easter Bunny will be arriving via Fire Truck and will handout eggs at the Comm. Building, if it rains on said day. She informed the board that the village event sign is in need of new lettering at the cost of approximately $1,400.00. At half that cost, a new one can be purchased on-line with a wind guard and wheels from Outdoor Signs America. Motion made by Riedel to approve the purchase of said sign at the cost of approximately $600.00 to be paid with Keno Funds, second by Sudbeck. All in favor. Motion carried. The Village of Hadar receive one sealed bid from Rob Huntley for the 1969 white Ford pick-up in the amount of $502.00. Motion made by Wehrer to accept said bid, second by Schwede. All in favor. Motion carried. Discussed the amendments made to Village Ordinance Article 6, Section 2. Motion made by Riedel to amend said ordinance, second by Schwede. Roll call vote taken. Wehrer, yes; Sudbeck, yes; Schwede, yes; Riedel, yes; Lutz, no tie no vote. Motion carried. Discussed the sewer line issue at the Fire Hall where the new line attaches to the old line. It was professionally recommended to use Charmin toilet paper, due to the fact that it is made specially to breakdown easier in the septic systems. New Business: Ray Kolessa requested a building permit for and presented the board with plans to tear down his garage and rebuild one that is 35ft longer. Motion made by Sudbeck to approve Building Permit #031416A, second by Riedel. All in favor. Motion carried. Mike Wiederin, whom was not present requested a building permit for plans to put in an underground pool. Motion made by Wehrer to approve Building Permit #031416B, second by Schwede. All in favor. Motion carried. Wehrer discussed the 1000 lbs in 6 months that the Village of Hadar has recycled and the recommendation to donate to the NE State Recycling Association. Motion made by Riedel to donate $50.00 to said association, second by Sudbeck. All in favor. Motion carried. Discussed the placing of recycling containers for aluminum cans by the Boy Scout Association in the park area. Lutz discussed the need for Public Hearing to have parcel #7000 that was purchased by K&C Grain rezoned from agricultural to commercial at the next regular council meeting on, Monday, April 11th. A sign will be posted at the location along with a posting in the Pierce County Leader 10 days prior to said hearing. Discussed the EMC Ins credit transfer authorization in the amount of $981.00. Dept Updates: Schwede discussed the placement of the soccer frames in the park. Schwede expressed the Village's need for a fuel pump and tank. He presented an estimate for Meisinger Oil for approximately $200.00. The board had concerns as to what insurance costs may be to house the fuel on village property. Motion made by Schwede to purchase, pending a reply from Town & Country as to the cost to insure said item, second by Riedel. All in favor. Motion carried. Discussed the need for street intersection signs and addresses within the Village with the 68701 zip code are all Avenues, not streets. Schuett informed the board that 8 people attended fire school this year. He also inquired about when the flooring in the bathroom at the Fire Hall will be redone. Discussed the Comm. Building's roof being redone at the end of the month. The Village will rerun the ad for the Bargain By-way. Riedel stated that 3 new Welcome to Hadar banners will need to be ordered. The AED kit at the Comm. Building was serviced at the cost of $19.79. Discussed the bid by Eddie Lovell for the 2016 road repair at the cost of $18,750.00. A 35% retainer of $6,562.50 will cover 15 blocks of a street seal coating at $1,250.00 per block. Motion made by Riedel to accept said bid, second by Sudbeck. All in favor. Motion carrried. Discussed sewer meter not being fixed and the costs of replacing the sewer pump. Discussed the basketball hoop that needs to be put up at the Comm Building.
